FREE FLOODLIGHTS FROM NEXT YEAR

Yep, you read that correctly. From April 1st floodlight use will be free to all members of the club in order to encourage social play. This means you will never have to pay for using the floodlights from April onwards. This will result in a great saving to everyone in the tennis section. Up until 1st April we will continue to pay £2 per hour as normal. 

FREE JUNIOR ENTRY CARDS

You may be aware that a gate entry system has recently been installed, and will soon also be installed in the rear car park too. All adult bowls, tennis & social members have to pay £4.50 to obtain an entry card. As the tennis section has a large number of Junior Members however the Club’s committee have agreed to provide 1 free entry card per junior family. 

This means you are entitled to a free entry card if you are a current paid up junior member of the club. If you have brothers or sisters who are also members then the card will be issued to the oldest of you for you to share. If you want extra cards then the charge will be £4.50 for these.

CALL FOR FUNDRAISING

We will be organising various social events this year, as we hope to raise money to resurface our tennis courts. 

We have set up a sinking fund in which 1/3 of all our membership subscriptions will be saved with the aim of resurfacing the courts. As of April this year we will have around £10,000 in this fund. 

Unfortunately each new tennis court will cost around £15,000. As we have Clubmark status we are eligible for grants or loans, but these schemes normally require us to pay at least 50% of the resurfacing costs ourselves. Therefore, the more money we raise, the more courts we can resurface. 

Please come down and support the social events and Open Day advertised on the front page of the newsletter. The more money we raise, the quicker we can get our courts re-laid and improved.
